A COMPLETE SYSTEM

The digital tachograph
includes:

« 2 smart card readers,

+ A memory to record a full year’s worth
of driving data: driver(s)’ identity, driving
status, driver(s)’ activities, distance
travelled, events, failures ...

« A screen to display data such as vehicle speed, distance travelled and recorded data,
« A printer for immediate print-out of all or part of the data available,

+ A connector: for data downloading.




A speed sensor:

« The digital tachograph and the speed sensor from the gearbox are encoded
as a pair and the signal from the sensor will be encrypted so any attempt
interfere will be recorded by the tachograph.

Different smart memory cards:

+ Driver's card white: the driver’s personnal card for identity and activity
recording.

« Company card yellow: used by the fleet manager or the owner of the
transport company.

« Control card blue: Used by the Authorities (Police, Customs, ...).

+ Workshop card red: Used by authorised repair and calibrating center.

HOW DOES IT WORK ...

Drivers

« The driver inserts its card at the beginning of his working day. In case of overspeed, driving overtime or even
system failure, the driver will be informed by an audible and visual warning. The driver can check at any
moment every information by using the display or the printer.

Control Authorities

+ There are 3 ways for Authorities to control data: using the display, using the printer or by downloading the
memorised data to a dedicated equipment.
Each control is recorded by the tachograph and the smart card (type, date, hour).

Transport Companies

« The fleet manager can easily access all driver data by simply using a smart card reader, or via the fleet
management system if the vehicle is fitted with one.

+ The company must download and store all tachograph data for a mandatory period of one year. Data are
protected in such a way that only the company that owns the data can read and interpret them.
